The Northwest Coast of America is still largely conjectural. The Cartography of the West is based upon
Humboldt, pre-dating Lewis & Clark's information. Several fanciful mountain ranges appear, as does a
lake surrounded by Mountains, with no name. Interesting treatment of Alaska.

The maps were issued shortly after it was determined that Tasmania (Van Diemens Land) was in fact an
island and not attached to the south coast of Australia.
