Andreas Bure (1571-1646) was a Swedish mathematician and map maker. Bure completed his mapping of
the norhern part of Scandinavia in 1611 and the full Kingdom in 1626 ( Orbis Arctoi nova et accurata
delineatio), a remarkable 6-sheet work known in only a few examples. Bure's maps were significant
improvements over the work of Olaus Magnus's Carta Marina of 1539. A significant part of the map
resulted from Bure's actual observations made on several trips around the region.
