Pot-ashes, Skin, Furs, &c. Virginia & Maryland produce Tobacco, which the former especially, raises
in Such Plenty as to be able to furnish most Parts of Europe with it.

A terrific American Miniature Atlas map, which rarely appears on the market. This is one of the few works
to include regional maps of the colonies at the time of the French & Indian War.
