Concepcion, San Clemente Island and Cabo San Luca, plus the
Island of Santa Cruz in the Mar Vermille. Quivera, Anian and N. Albion are named, along with Cibola. Lac
de Conibas is shown. East of the Mountain range in New Meixo, the Apaches, Vaqueros mont suala and
Poala are shown, along with a number of other settlements. Of all of the regional maps to focus on
California, the Du Val is probably the rarest.
