This map is an interesting variant of the General Land Office Map, which includes a listing of the 31 land
divisions in Indian Territory among the tribes which was generally lacking from most other Indian
Territory maps. The map shows treaties, Indian villages, townships, nation capitals, millitary reservations,
roads and trails, railroads and proposed railroads, Lands slected by the Superintendent Recotr in 1859 for
the Wichitas and other Indians, the Fort Reno Timber Rerserve and other details.
