Full original color example of this scarce decorative double hemisphere map of the World, published by
Gerard Valk in 1686.

Valk's world map utilizes the cartographic detail from Jaillot's influential world map of 1674, incorporating
four striking baroque scenes representing joyous spring, industrious summer, bucolic autumn and icy
winter, around the hemispheres. This is the first use of these corner scenes, which would re-appear on all
of Valk's later World maps, including his monumental eight-sheet Nova Totius Terrarum.

The map shows California as an island on Sanson's projection, along with Sanson's seminal mapping of the
Great Lakes. Terre Iesso extends from Japan to California. Only the east coast of New Zealand is shown,
along with an incomplete Australia, southern coast of Van Diemen's Land and a tentative residue of Terre
Australe ou Inconnue (the unknown Southern Continent).
