Striking example of Mathew Carey's map of North Carolina, one of the earliest large-format maps of the
State after independence.

The present example was separately issued on thinner paper.

Includes the topography of North Carolina, as well as roads, towns, rivers, lakes, and a host of other
details.

The map shows the growth of the State in the early 19th Century. Meticulous details shown to the
inclusion of the growing road system in the State Courthouses, in each county, are noted, as are the major
towns.

Mathew Carey issued his first folio atlas map of North Carolina in 1795. A second edition of the map was
issued in 1814 and a third edition issued in about 1816. The editions can be identified a follows (year in
parenthesis is first year published)
