The name Kremlin first appeared as Kreml' (or High Town) in an account of the fire in the town in 1331. It
was founded in 1147 at the junction of two rivers, the Moskva and the Neglinnaya. As Moscow grew, the
Kremlin became the royal, religious and secular heart of the city.
