L'Amerique Septentrionale).

The map shows the 13 Colonies, pre-dating the appearance of Vermont. Maine is named, as "Main de
Massachusetts." The extent of the newly created United States extends to the Alleghanies and
Appalachians, although the names run beyond the engraved border.

The west identified various forts, settlements, Indian tribes, etc. The Country of the Six Nations is shown,
as are a number of early Western Forts.
