The map shows a combination of early counties and empresario grants, along with early roads, trails
(Santa Fe), forts ("Ft. Houston," "Parker's Fort"), rivers, and mountains. A number of Indian tribes are
shown, including Apachees Faraones, Apachees Mescateros, "Apachees Mescoleros.
