After General Clinton seized
Charleston in May of 1780, the British began a campaign into the Carolinas in pursuit of the remnants of
the Continental Army. The map illustrates the Battle of Camden in August, 1780, where the American
General Gates was defeated by British General Cornwallis.

The map is quite scarce. This is the first example we have ever offered.
