The map features the portraits of Emmeline Pankhurst (the organizer of the march) and two of her
daughters, Christabel and Adela.

A rare cartographic relic of the women's suffrage movement.

Women's Sunday March

Women's Sunday was a suffragette march and rally held in London on 21 June 1908. Organized

by Emmeline Pankhurst's Women's Social and Political Union (WSPU) to persuade the Liberal
government to support votes for women, it is thought to have been the largest demonstration that had
been held at the time in the UK.

Up to half a million women and men from all over the country attended the event, while 30,000 women
marched to Hyde Park in seven processions carrying 700 banners, including one that read "Not chivalry
but justice".
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On the verso the title is given: "Official Programme and Souvenir of the Womens' Sunday Great March to
Hyde Park."
