Chicago, VA; etc.) but only shows two actual Virginia cities, Williamsburg ("Rockefellow Territory") and
Norfolk ("Capital of U.S.A.")

The Great Lakes are captioned "No Swimming (Too Cold)" and the American West is "Desert", "Indian
Territory", "More Indians". The Northeast is "Yankee Territory" and the Upper Midwest Is "More
Yankees".

A note in the lower-left corner says: "Note to Yankee Investors: Save Your Confederate Money: The South
Will Rise Again."
