By 1588, Munster's first map of America (first issued in 1540) had become dated. It was decided to update
the 1540 map of America with a a new map based upon the second edition of Ortelius' seminal map of the
Americas. In doing so, the map showed the large bulge in South America, even though Ortelius had
dropped the bulge by 1587.

The map includes a wonderful early treatment of the West Coast of North America, including Quivira and
the Sierra Nevada Mountains. Many interesting place names in the East Coast.
