Norton & Hay began promoting Crescent Heights in the Los Angeles Times in February 1905, offering
"large villa lots, 80 x 190 feet," with "magnificent views of the Cahuenga Valley" and water piped to each
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lot. Lot prices ranged from $300 to $1500 each in March 1905. By October, the first illustrations of
homes built in the subdivision (at a cost of $8000) was being promoted in the Los Angeles Herald. The
final advertisements were run in December 1906.
