Georgia
is now shown, as are many Indian regions. The Earl of Granville's line is shown, as is the more southerly
Florida/Carolina Boundary.

The present state of the map can be distinguished from later states by the date in the title and by the
inclusion in the second edition only of a boundary line running along the Western limits of the Alleghany
Mountains and a second boundary line in Georgia, more or less approximating the Creek lands, west of the
Appalachian Mountains.
