New & Used Bookstore  (Hooked on Books, New & Rare)
Vacuum Repair Shop
Travel Agency

Among the most unusual shops is the ONE coffee shop, Aromatica Coffee (there are now 6 Starbucks in
downtown Walnut Creek alone).

But without doub, the most interesting business is the shown on Mt. Diablor Blvd, between the Vacuum
Repair Shop and the Taqueria and around the corner from MacDonalds -- Telcom Business & Cellular
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Phones.

The first commercially available cellular phone was the Motorola DynaTAC 8000X, which was approved for
use by the FCC on September 21, 1983 and first offered for sale.  The first commercial wireless phone call
was made on October 13, 1983. The first cellular phones were offered for sale in 1984, priced at $3,995
(about $11,000 in 2023).
